Scrapbook Head Judge

1. Have extra scoring sheets on hand

2. Check sizes of scrapbooks. 18 x 20

3. There will be 7 judges.

4. Get them a drink midway through the judging.

5. Before the judges leave, get their room number/phone number. You may need to call them back because they forgot to vote on a book or you can’t read their scores.

6. After you total the 7 sheets per school, drop the highest and lowest scores. Place these 2 sheets behind the other 5 sheets. Total these 5 sheets.

7. Place in numerical order (high to low) and take to the scoring room.

8. The room is to be locked after judging until Saturday morning for viewing by schools.

Scrapbook Competition Information
Each school is encouraged to bring a scrapbook to participate in the scrapbook competition and to share the chapter activities.  The scrapbook should have one theme that reflects the chapter’s activities/history over the past academic year and could include last summer's convention. Each scrapbook will be judged on originality, creativity, cover, content, organization, neatness, attractiveness, and overall effect.

Rules and Regulations

· Only the members of the scrapbook’s Mu Alpha Theta chapter must make each scrapbook.

· Traditional scrapbooks (which should open and function like a regular book) should not exceed 18"x 20" and should be limited in weight to facilitate ease of handling.  
· Scrapbooks must display the school name as well as the words and/or symbols for Mu Alpha Theta on the cover.

· Scrapbooks must reflect the chapter’s activities over the past academic year and could include last year’s convention.

· Scrapbooks must be registered prior to the opening session.

· Scrapbooks will be displayed after they have been judged.

· The top ten scrapbooks will be recognized by receiving an award.

· Each chapter is responsible for retrieving its own scrapbook in the afternoon on the final day

            of the convention.

· A panel of judges will consist of seven sponsors/chaperones and two chairpersons.                        The decision of the judges is final.
